Parish Council, February 24, 2010

10 members, one guest and Father Jackson were present. The previous meetings’ minutes were accepted.
 
Each Parish Council member was asked to purchase three confirmation cards, write a note of support to each confirmation candidate, include the McDonalds gift card provided and place the cards in the box on the Rectory porch with a post-it note labeled “Parish Council” by the end of March.  
 
Old Business:
· The reverse raffle profited $3,544.79. Father will ask that the amount be included in the bulletin to share with other parishioners. 

· The recycling bin is located on the side parking lot of the Church, near the rear door on the west side of the lot.  

· We received the “specs” for the new boiler system.  

· Two quotes were received for the new display sign for the front of the church. The quote without a cross was two feet shorter. We are waiting for a revision. 
 
Exploring Possibilities: 
· We are considering placing a canopy in the upper parking lot. This will assist in helping people with disabilities as well as the elderly from inclement weather.  

· Possible discussion of renovating the women’s restroom; however what is done to the women’s has to be done to the men’s.  

· The Diocese is planning a capital campaign to help sustain funding for Catholic Charities, priests retirement (not part of Dec. collection for religious), and Catholic education. Details are still being worked out. 30% of the funds collected would remain in the parish.  
· Faith Formation (grades 1-8) is an area that is being scrutinized and looked at for improvement.  Currently Prince of Peace is compliant with the current requirements; however if a decision is made to require 28 classes per year we need to revise our current program. We provide 16 classes per year. There is discussion of moving towards 12 family assignments to complete at home. The details are still being worked out.  

New Business: 
· The next soup kitchen is scheduled for 3.4.10. 

· Considering ways to help the Springtime of Hope. 
· Bible study is on Tuesdays at 7:00 pm. 

· Soup and Bread dinner is on Wednesdays during lent (with the exception of Holy Week) It is free of charge; however a donation can is present. 

· St Vincent DePaul Spaghetti Dinner is being held February 28th.
· The Knights of Columbus Pancake Breakfast is March 14th.
