Parish Council December Meeting 

January 13, 2010

The meeting was attended by 13 members, Father Bob, Deacon Bob and Larry.

Opening

Father Bob opened with a prayer.

November meeting minutes were reviewed and approved.

Old Business    

The meet and greet was successful.  Food and beverages at each mass was about right for the number in attendance.

Reverse Raffle ticket sales are going well.  Approximately $1,700 sold to date.  The liquor permit has been obtained.  Need ticket sellers for the weekend of January 17th & 18th.

Need to obtain baskets or gifts for the Reverse Raffle.  Committee must have gifts and donations delivered to the Rectory by January 30th.  Baskets will be assembled on January 31st.  Father provided a form letter that should be provided to all donors acknowledging their gift.  The committee also plans on sending thank you notes.

Jerry Lamecker will coordinate the list of member that will be contacting potential donors so that duplicate requests are not made.  Father Bob also requested that a “continuity file” be complied after the event for use by next year’s committee.

Arrangements for an off duty policeman have been made.  Sue Cianciola will be providing the dessert.  Dana will be buying lottery tickets for the tree.

New Business

Prince of Peace has received several quotes for replacement of HVAC equipment.  However, it does not appear that the quotes are comparable.  Lou Perry Associates will generate a specification that can be provided to vendors to obtain updated, consistent quotes.  The specification should be received in February.
Stand alone room air conditioning units similar to those used in the Wadsworth School System are being evaluated as an economic alternative to central air.

Two quotes have been obtained to replace Prince of Peace’s sign.  There is approximately a $5,000 difference in the cost of the signs.  The difference appears to be due to differences in the size and complexity of the sign.  Other alternatives will be evaluated before a final recommendation is made.

The Council agreed to a six month trial of a paper recycling program.  Collection bins will be placed on the back edge of the parking lot.
