· New addition will allow for wider front pews for wheelchairs, walkers, etc.

· Additional pews being held in storage at the present time

· Pews need to be restored and restained – looking to see who can do this
Carpeting

· To be purchased from Durbin’s in Doylestown, OH

· Matches existing carpeting

· Sanctuary and new wing of Church to be covered

Miscellaneous

· Silva-Hostetler Funeral Home to use a casket for feasibility of movement within new Church addition, esp. around corners
· Pictures

· Remember heritage of 4 Churches

· Sacred Heart – Windows on North wall

· St. Mary – Windows will be reconfigured on West wall
· Holy Trinity – St. Elizabeth of Hungary Window – East wall of vestibule
· SS. Cyril & Methodius – West wall of vestibule

· Carol Spoon of Wadsworth will work with stained glass windows and reconfiguration of windows.
